1.00 INTRODUCTION

This section covers the combination of appa-
ratus, circuit diagram, and connections for the 182C
and D coin collectors when used for manual postpay
service as a magneto station.

2.00 GENERAL
2.01 Connections for this service require some
changes in the wiring of the coin collector;
therefore, the circuit diagram herein should be fol-
lowed closely.

2.02 This coin collector may be used with the 400A,

K, and CD or 415H and CD subscriber sets as
a magneto station. When used for this service, the
induction coil and capacitor in the coin collector are
not used in the circuit.

2.03 The 37A varistor, shown in the circuit dia-

gram, is not required at postpay coil collector
stations; however, coin collectors which are equipped
with the varistor may be used for this service.
